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Normalization
Normalization is the task of "translating" non-standard language into standard language. It can be
performed manually or automatically with computational linguistic tools.

In the case of our corpus, we have manually normalized some data in the Swiss German dialect,
resulting in the corpus WUS_DIALOG_GSW.
